IV. The program has to be conducted in an interactive mode by analysing the energy use by some of the participants and the conducting venue.

V. The participating agencies have to use the service of the EMC approved trained resource person (trained in 2022) for conducting the program. In the case of shortage of Resource Persons, the Participating Agency have to identify interested candidates for attending Resource Person training to be held at EMC Thiruvananthapuram during December 2022 and give names to RA.

VI. EMC will provide the resource materials for distributing to participants. They also use the short videos approved by EMC for presentation.  

VII. Local MLA and elected representatives of the local bodies of the area should be invited to attend the formal inauguration of the program. 

VIII. The people following good practices in energy conservation and energy efficiency (using LED bulbs, star labelled equipment, E-mobility, solar energy etc.) in the area shall be identified and invited to share experience in the program
IX. The program will be conducted before 31st January 2023 and all reports to be submitted before 15th February 2023.

X. All programs to be intimated to CED by email at least one week before the date of program 

XI. The names of EMC and CED should be clearly shown in all notice and banners and press releases developed by the PAs

XII. The list of participants along with their Name, Locality (local body of residence), mobile number, email, KSEB consumer number and signature should be collected in the prescribed form and forwarded with reports

XIII. The financial assistance for conducting one program with minimum 50 participants will be Rs. 10,000/-

XIV. If the number of active participants less than 50 Rs. 100/- will be deducted per person below 50.

XV. Programs with less than 30 participants will not be considered for financial assistance

XVI. 40% financial assistance approved will be transferred to the PAs bank account of selected PAs on getting required bond. Balance eligible amount of the grant will be transferred to the PAs bank account on getting following documents before 15th February, 2023:
· Separate report of each program in the prescribed format along with i) List of participants with, Name, Locality (local body of residence) mobile no., email, KSEB consumer number and signature, ii) Photographs and short videos of the program with chief guests and other participants and iii) Details of media coverage (Newspaper cuttings/videos)

· Statement of accounts and utilization certificate in the prescribed format signed sealed by the head of the institution
